1. Vendors: must supply their own shade canopy/tent, tables, chairs.  

2. Vendors, Spiritual readers/consultants & healers: must have a copy of your Business/Resale License &/or Minister's Credentials. You are also solely responsible for collecting and reporting all sales and income taxes for your business.

3. Fire Extinguisher: All Booths: must have a Full & Working Fire Extinguisher in their booth!

4. All participants: will conduct themselves in a well-behaved and lawful manner at all times.

5. Participants: will be responsible for all members of their party.

6. No tents/canopies larger than 10’ X 20’.

7. Tents with sidewalls larger than 400 sq. ft. need a permit from the Phoenix Fire Dept. (602) 262-6771

8. All tents/canopies are required to be sandbagged – NO Staking.

9. Saturday morning set up: 7:00am-9:00am.

10. All booths: must be set up & ready by 9:00am, Saturday, October 4, 2003
11. No open flames allowed in booth area.

12. Children: under 12 years of age must be attended by a responsible adult at all times!

13. No liquor is allowed to be brought onto the premises of the park/festival area. 

14. No nudity!

15. There will be no moving of booths once they are assigned. You are renting a 10x10 or 10x20 space that will be assigned. We will take requests into consideration, however the vendor coordinator has the final say. If your booth is 11feet or more you will need to purchase a double booth. Again, no electricity is available. 

These Rules will be strictly enforced! Any violation will result in the forfeiture of any fees/donations given and immediate banishment from the festival.
